Madeleine once translated this as roughly meaning:

“Please would you make a response.”

She would take a thing and say what it meant to her or say just
what she saw. Then she would pass it over for someone else to do
the same. She played RSVP in pairs or in a circle. As a pair, she
and her partner would ping-pong back and forth until they had had
enough.

Afterwards she would sometimes ask about some of the responses

that had caught her attention, if she thought they might lead some-
where. They often did.
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
